	Working together to support diabetes prevention and management in healthy communities:
Program Goals:  Prevent or delay diabetes; managing diabetes; reducing health disparities.  Target population is people with pre-diabetes & diabetes.  Pre-diabetes is when your blood sugar is higher than normal, but not as high as diabetes.  It is not inevitable that the person will get diabetes.

Strategies to address pre-diabetes and diabetes:  Implement the National Diabetes Prevention Program throughout NM, and Diabetes and Chronic Disease Self-Management Education and Support Programs.
Diabetes Management:  Kitchen Creations Cooking Schools - It is a strategy.

Working across programs to address chronic diseases:

Build healthy communities, promote healthy lifestyles; prevent chronic conditions among those at highest risk; increase access to screening and early intervention for chronic diseases; and manage chronic conditions like obesity, cancer, diabetes, heart disease, and stroke.

DPCP provides diabetes prevention and chronic disease management resources to organizations and communities throughout New Mexico at no cost.
How can we work together?  
Those who did collective impact assessments:  UNM PRC will be coming back and presenting the data to your coalitions.  Later they will put the information from all 10 communities together collectively.
Surveys for ESPH:  The surveys will be done for some ESPH sites and some at non ESPH sites.  Communities were randomly selected.  The 4 communities are Roosevelt, Grants, Cibola, & San Juan.
